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The regular February Meeting of the Planning Commission was conducted on Wednesday, February 17, 2010 at approximately 7:00 P.M.  The Meeting was held in Borough Council Chambers, 2nd Floor, 304 South State Street, Borough of Clarks Summit, County of Lackawanna and Commonwealth of Pennsylvania. Chairman Durdan called the meeting to order. 

Members in attendance were John Durdan, Ed Yasinskas, John Recicar, Chris O’Boyle, Attorney Mike Cowley, and Recording Secretary Virginia Kehoe.  Len Wesolowski and Carson Helfrich were absent.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA: Ed Yansinskas made a motion to approve the agenda.  Chris O’Boyle seconded the motion and it carried 4-0.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  

January 20, 2010 - Ed Yansinskas made a motion to accept the January 20, 2010 minutes.  Chris O’Boyle seconded the motion and it carried 3-0.  John Durdan abstained since we wan not at the January meeting.
COMMUNICATIONS: None  

PUBLIC INPUT/COMMENT: None

OLD BUSINESS:  Discussion of the subdivision ordinance review was held until after the new business.

NEW BUSINESS: 

Sam Schiavi – minor subdivision
2006 Port Royal Road
Clarks Summit PA 18411

Tax Map # 09018-040-032 and 09018-040-021
Owner, Sam Schiavi introduced his plan.  He was looking to put an addition on his existing commercial property but first needed to have the 3 individual parcels merged to one.  He has future plans of enclosing a portion of the creek that crosses through his property and submitted a copy of the plans that he had submitted to Pa DEP as well as the approval that he received.  He also plans on extending a portion of the front of the building and paving the parking but neither project is expected to need to go before the planning commission.

There was discussion about the purchase of one of his parcels (obtained through Quiet Title, it was originally a paper extension of Lindsay Street which crossed between his two parcels).  He indicated that the purchase is complete and he is paying taxes on this parcel.  Since the sewer main that services that section of town ran down that paper road and since the current deed does not adequately describe the borough’s rights to access and maintain that section of sewer main, a discussion ensued regarding the necessary description that would be applied to the deed.  It was agreed that the Borough would be served with an easement of five (5) feet on the southerly side of the sewer line (nearest the existing building) and a ten (10) foot easement on the northerly (or creekside) side of the sewer line.
Ed Yasinskas expressed concern that the plan did not indicated the Tax Identification Numbers for the parcels on the plan but a closer look indicated the TIN was detailed in the notes to the side of the plans.  Ed requested that new drawings were submitted indicating the TIN’s on each parcel drawing.

Ed Yasinskas made a motion for conditional recommendation of the minor subdivision.  The conditions being 1. the drawings be updated to show the TIN on each parcel and 2. a new deed is written and approved by the Soliticitor specifying the easement of five (5) feet on the southerly side of the sewer line (nearest the existing building) and a ten (10) foot easement on the northerly (or creekside) side of the sewer line.  Chris O’Boyle.  The motion carried 4-0.

OLD BUSINESS: 
Subdivision Ordinance Review

A copy of a new subdivision ordinance that Carson Helfrich has written for Pocono Township is being made available for the members.  It was suggested that it would be easier to adapt this ordinance to our needs than to completely write a new ordinance or pick the old ordinance apart.  All are asked to review the ordinance and be prepared to discuss it at next month’s meeting.

ADJOURNMENT: There being no further business before the Planning Commission Ed Yasinskas motioned to adjourn which was seconded by John Recicar and carried 4-0.
