ORDINANCE NO. 2004-04

AMENDING ORDINANCE NUMBER 2002-01 ENTITLED

“THE BOROUGH OF CLARKS SUMMIT ZONING ORDINANCE”

(BY MAKING THE FOLLOWING AMENDMENTS): AMENDING

THE BOROUGH OFFICIAL ZONING MAP FOR A BOUNDARY

CHANGE LOCATED IN THE VILLAGE SQUARE PLAZA

(A COMPLETE METES AND BOUNDS DESCRIPTION IS SET FORTH 

HEREIN), CONSISTING OF 12,258 SQUARE FEET.

WHEREAS, the Borough of Clarks Summit is a duly ordained political subdivision (the “Borough”); and

WHEREAS, the Borough has duly enacted Ordinance 2002-01 (the “Zoning Ordinance”), as amended by Ordinance 2002-03 and Ordinance 2003-01; and

WHEREAS, Village Square Plaza Associates has petitioned Clarks Summit Borough Council for a Curative Zoning Amendment and tendered this Curative Zoning Amendment therewith; and

WHEREAS, Village Square Plaza Associates has agreed to a subdivision as shown on a plan titled “Final Minor Subdivision for the lands of Village Square Plaza Associates”, drawing dated February 5, 2004 prepared by Northeast Layout Services, Inc., attached hereto and incorporated as Exhibit “A”; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to the proposed subdivision, Lot 1 will front on School Street and consist of 9,541 square feet, or .22 acres, and continue to be zoned as R-P, Residential/Professional; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to the proposed subdivision, 12,258 square feet, which is more particularly described in Exhibit “B” attached hereto, will be annexed from Lot 1 and become a part of Lot 2; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to the proposed subdivision, Lot 2 will now consist of 128,936 square feet, or 2.96 acres, and all of which will be zoned as CC, Central Commercial; and

WHEREAS, from time to time the Zoning Ordinance may be amended; and

WHEREAS, for the public good and welfare, it is in the best interest of the Borough to once again amend the aforesaid Zoning Ordinance.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED AND ENACTED by the Borough Council of the Borough of Clarks Summit, and it is hereby enacted and ordained by the authority granted to Boroughs under the laws of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, as follows:

SECTION 1:
It is the purpose of this Ordinance to protect and promote the public health, safety and welfare through regulation of lands within the geographical boundaries of the Borough.

SECTION 2: 
12,258 square feet is annexed from Lot 1 to Lot 2, which will consist of approximately 128,936 square feet or 2.96 acres, all of which will be zoned as CC, Central Commercial, more particularly depicted on Exhibit “A”, which is attached hereto and made a part hereof.

SECTION 3:
The Official Zoning Map of the Borough of Clarks Summit shall hereby be amended to reflect the rezoning of the above-described property.

SECTION 4:
The provisions of this Ordinance are severable. If any part of this Ordinance is declared to be unconstitutional, illegal or invalid, the validity of the remaining provisions shall be unaffected thereby. It is the intention of the Council of the Borough of Clarks Summit that this Ordinance would have been adopted had such unconstitutional, illegal or invalid part not been included.

SECTION 5:
In all other respects, Ordinance 2002-01 of the Borough of Clarks Summit, as amended, shall remain in full force and effect.
